To participate at the Games
playoffs, which will be held in
the fall (Sept. - Dec.), athletes
must be a resident of Zone 1. If
a team has members from two
or more Saskatchewan Games
zones and is registered in a
recognized league, it shall
compete in the zone where the
majority of their players
reside. Athletes residing at an
address outside of Saskatch-
ewan are eligible to compete at
the Games if they meet séver-
al conditions. Please contact
the Zone 1 Sports Council
Office (429-2205) if you fit into
this category or have ques-
tions about your eligibility.

A full contingent of Zone 1
athletes totals 221. Therefore,
if all eight zones of Sask-
atchewan have full represen-
tation at the Saskatchewan
Winter Games, 1,768 athletes
will be participating in this
event, \
